Non-Primary Conservator (NPC) will have the child on the 1st, 3rd, & 5th weekends beginning on Fridays at 6:00 p.m. and ending on Sundays at 6:00 p.m. 

NPC shall have the right to possession of the child each Thursday at the regular school term from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.

Mother gets Mother’s Day weekend and Father gets Father’s Day weekend. Beginning at 6:00 p.m. the Friday before the Holiday and ending at 6:00 p.m. that Sunday of the

Holiday.

NPC gets the child for Spring Break and Christmas break until 12:00 p.m. on December 28th (during even-numbered years) and Thanksgiving and New Year's from December

28th at 12:00 p.m. until school resumes (during odd-numbered years).

NPC gets 30 consecutive days of possession during the summer.  The default days, if NPC does not give Primary Conservator notice, is July 1st - July 31st 6:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. 

NPC shall have the right to possession of the child on the 1st, 3rd, & 5th weekends of each month. If the weekend occurs during the regular school term, it shall:
